	Chain of Custody

	· Transfusion Service Laboratory (TSL) staff signs for and receives autologous cranial bone tissue for storage after patient identification verification with OR designee.
· TSL maintains a log and database of autologous cranial bone tissue inventory storage location.
· TSL documents release of autologous cranial bone tissue for implantation to OR designee only after verification of patient identification.
· TSL discards and documents permission to discard autologous cranial bone tissue according to policy.

	Storage

	· Autologous Cranial Bone Tissue is stored in the Autologous Tissue Freezer (F Ultra Low 2) at >-65°C in TSL
· Freezer F2 is equipped with continuous temperature monitoring and alarm.
· Daily documentation of temperatures 
· Weekly replacement of chart reader graphs
· 24/7 alarm response.
· Maintenance of Back-up freezer in OR in case of equipment failure of F Ultra Low 2 freezer.
