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All specimens removed at the time of surgery must be submitted to the Pathology Laboratory. The only exceptions to this requirement are ammunition or other forensic evidentiary items that are turned over to law enforcement at the time of the surgical procedure.
The following items shall be submitted for gross diagnosis:

Foreign bodies

Teeth

Foreskin in children under 2 years of age

Explants (Orthopaedic hardware, pacemakers, etc.)

Calculi (inquire if for stone analysis)

Bones following mechanical trauma

If any these tissues have gross abnormalities; or if the attending physicians request it, sections will be submitted and a microscopic examination with be performed.

All other tissue submitted to pathology will receive both gross and microscopic diagnoses.

It is the standard of care in pathology practice to submit any and all tissues for microscopic examination. Under no circumstances is any specimen to be removed from the hospital without examination by the pathologist.
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
