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Highlands Regional Medical Center Laboratory will maintain surgical and cytology specimen identity throughout the entire preanalytical, analytical, and post analytical process.
1.  Surgical and Cytology specimens are received into the laboratory with the patient name and second unique identifier on the specimen container.  

2. Surgical and Cytology specimens are processed by the histology technician and assigned a unique surgical case number through Soft Path.
3. The Specimen Block and slides are labeled with the patient’s last name and the unique surgical case number throughout the entire process.

4. The patient report has two unique patient identifiers along with the surgical case number.

Highlands Regional Medical Center Laboratory maintains the identity of the surgical specimen throughout the processing, evaluation, and storage.
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
