Title:   Release of Specimens to Law Enforcement
Purpose:  Guidelines for releasing of evidentiary lab specimens to law enforcement.  
 Procedure: 
1.  When law enforcement presents to the laboratory to retrieve blood or other body fluid specimens a subpoena is needed.    Retrieval of materials such as bullets do not require a subpoena.  
2.   Make a copy of the subpoena

3.   Obtain form # Lab-0014 (evidentiary specimen lab enforcement release form) from the file in       LCC or from the Policy and Procedure link on the Copley Intranet Jump Page.   Search under forms.   The form must be filled out in its entirety.  Once completed the form is given to the lab manager or director for safe keeping.  
4.   Specimens that are blood and / or urine will be found in the refrigerator outside of the lounge in the quarantine box.  Specimens should be handled only in biohazard bags.  Specimens that were removed during surgery or in the ED are held in the evidence drawer in the histology lab.  Key for the drawer is in a magnetic key holder on the cabinet.  
5.  Specimens that came from Surgery or the ED will have a Chain of Custody for Evidentiary / Forensic Specimens form with them.   Before giving the material to law enforcement, you must have the officer/official sign that they took receipt of the material.  They are required to Date/Time and sign for receiving the material. 
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
