Title:   Handling Products of Conception for Chromosomal Testing  
Purpose:  After a miscarriage a physician may order chromosome testing on the products of conception.  There are several ways the specimens can be handled depending on where the testing is to be done.  
 Procedure: 
Products of conception are obtained in surgery.  Specimens may come down in a cup with sterile saline or in a suction container.  Specimens in saline are placed in the under counter refrigerator in histology.  If a specimen arrives without saline (suction container) place the “fresh” specimen in the original container in the under counter refrigerator in histology.   Place the paperwork on the counter in the histology accessioning area.  
If the products of conception comes in a kit for Progenity Lab, place the kit in the under counter refrigerator in histology and place the paperwork on the counter in the histology accessioning area.  
**** All products of conception that arrive in the lab must go through histology before being sent on for chromosomal testing.  
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
