TITLE:  Zika Testing on Fetal Tissue (infant death or pregnancy loss) 
PRINCIPLE:    Zika is an Arbovirus that is spread by the bite of an infected Aedes Aegypti mosquitoe.  These mosquitoes bite during the day and night.   Zika can be passed from a pregnant women to her fetus.  Infection during pregnancy can cause birth defects.   There is no vaccine or medicine that counteracts Zika.  
AUTHORIZATION:  Testing sent to IDPH (Illinois Department of Public Health) requires authorization from the Kane County Health Department.  See the Attached form called Kane County Health Dept. Zika Virus Desease Testing Request.  This form must be faxed to the lab or accompany the specimen.   Do not send specimens without authorization.   Authorization form is sent with the specimen. 
IDPH  REQUISITION:  Attached is the IDPH lab submission form that must be filled out and submitted with each specimen.  
CDC FORM 50.34:  This form will be filled out by the Infectious Disease Nurse / Physician, and will be submitted with each specimen.

1. Products of Conception

2. Placenta and fetal membranes

3. Umbilical Cord

4. Brain

5. Spinal Cord

6. Solid Organs to include:

a. Heart

b. Lung

c. Liver

d. Kidney

e. Skeletal Muscle

f. Eyes

g. Bone Marrow
