

TITLE:  Understanding Soft Collection Label Symbols  
PRINCIPLE:   To provide guidance for understanding the symbols that print on Collection Labels.
PERSONNEL:  All Laboratory Staff
STEPWISE PROCEDURE:

· Stars on each side of the container mean that no alliquoting is required. Tests are to be run on the collection container.

· Example: **LAVENDER**

· Plus signs on each side of the container mean that aliquot is required (you may have to manually print the aliquot label.)
· Example: ++GOLD++

· A mixture of plus signs and stars mean that some tests are run on the collection tube (**) and other tests will require an aliquot (++).  Print the aliquot label to determine the tests needing aliquoting.
· Processing container has no ** or ++ on it:  ; is a quick indicator that this is a processing container.  All tests to be run on the processing container are listed after the ;.

· Example:  GOLDALIQ
