Specimens received during downtime will be accompanied by a manual Lab requisition.  

4.  Nursing staff draws specimens from the following areas: ICU, ED, Express Care, Mother Baby, Labor and Delivery, NICU, NRY, Postpartum.  

5.  From 11:00PM to 5AM, Nursing staff is responsible for drawing lab specimens throughout the hospital.
