To establish a list of tests that can be ordered as Stat and will be resulted within the labs Stat guidelines.

STEPWISE PROCEDURE: 

STAT LABORATORY PROCEDURES, (STAT LIST)

A. Requests

1.
Requests for Stat testing are entered into the HIS (hospital information system) and transmitted via the interface to the LIS (laboratory information system). During computer downtime requests for Stat testing arrive via paper downtime requisition

2.
A technologist will carry out all such tests at the time of the request. Outpatient Reports will be telephoned to the physician offices upon completion of the test. Should the LIS be down, STAT reports will be reported via phone, fax, or tube system using instrument monitor printouts or by manual record.

3.
All stat test results will be available on the floors through the HIS as soon as the test is completed.
4.   Stat test requests at the Yorkville lab which cannot be performed on-site will come to the hospital lab via courier.  Hospital lab will perform the testing stat and notify the appropriate provider with the results.
