TITLE:  Critical Values in Urinalysis
PURPOSE:

The following abnormal laboratory test results will be immediately telephoned by the medical technologist to the patient’s nurse for inpatients and to the attending physician for outpatients.  The nurse that should be contacted for hospitalized patients is the nurse in charge of the patient.  If that nurse is not available the nurse responsible in her/his absence will be contacted.

 1. The following are critical values:



Glucose:
1000 or greater

 2. Report all critical values in accordance with procedure No 4840-G-220, Clinically Critical    
       Values       

PROCEDURAL NOTES:

Although not considered a critical result, if Sperm or Trichomonas are seen on a female patient <12 years of age the specimen should be rechecked by another technologist and/or by re-collection if possible. The physician must then be notified of results.
