SCOPE

The Chemical Hazard Determination applies to UPMC Hanover Hospital laboratory.
The Chemical inventory of UPMC Hanover Hospital laboratory has been reviewed and the following chemicals present in the laboratory may present significant hazards to the laboratory employees.  However, it must be recognized that any chemical may be hazardous in certain circumstances (e.g. splashes to the eyes).  Therefore, all chemicals and reagents used in the laboratory must be handled using appropriate personal protective equipment (PPE).  The minimum PPE for the chemicals listed below being nitrile gloves and fluid resistant lab coat.  SDS for each chemical may be found in the SDS Online database.
