Visual Color Discrimination is a CAP requirement for tests which has result determination factor with color vision.  
A Pass score is acceptable, and personnel can be certified with other elements of satisfactory competency. 
A Fail score indicates testing should not be performed by personnel and recommend that corrective lenses (glasses) should be used. After corrective lenses are available, please contact the Ancillary Testing Coordinator for a reassessment with corrective vision.
