	Load tubes evenly around the rotor and close the lid.

	Select the Menu button from the Start screen.

	Select the appropriate wash program.

3 wash cycles are needed
12x75 35 sec 3x washes
4 wash cycles are needed
12x75 35 sec 4x washes

	

	4
	Select the green checkmark to load the program. The Start screen appears with the loaded program name at the top of the screen.
	

	5
	Press the Start Program button to begin the wash program.
	


	6
	Press the Open Lid button once the cycle is complete. The “Program Successful” dialog box will display along with an audible beep when the wash program is complete.
	

	7
	Wipe the interior of the cell washer down with dry paper towels after each wash cycle.
