Purpose
Provide instructions for the management of blood product orders and testing for patients on Daratumumab/Darazalex (DARA) treatment protocol.

Policy

· When a patient may potentially begin DARA treatment, their phenotype or genotype (if transfused in the last 3 months) should be obtained prior to starting treatment whenever possible. 

· DARA can take up to 6 months to clear the patient’s system so follow up inquiries by the laboratory are required to ensure the patient reactivity is due to the treatment.
Procedure
Pre-Transfusion Testing: Follow the steps below for a patient that has been identified as a potential candidate for DARA treatment or is currently being treated with DARA.

	Perform requested pre-transfusion antibody screen testing.
If screening cells are…

Then…

All reactive or positive
· Call the patients nurse/physician or check in Powerchart as to whether the patient is currently on DARA.
· Proceed to step 2.
Negative
· No additional testing indicated. 
· Antigen negative RBCs not required for RBC transfusion purposes.

	Complete patient work-up accordingly:
If…

Then…

Screening cells are positive

AND 

Taking DARA or a history of taking DARA within the last 6 months

· Enter a Blood Bank Comment with the following.
· Date of last DARA treatment.
· Send a sample to reference laboratory for phenotyping or genotyping if not already performed.

· Proceed to step 3.

Screening cells are positive 
AND 

NOT taking DARA or history unknown

· Perform gel antibody identification panel.

Then…
Received phenotypically matched RBCs.
AND

It has been ≤30 days since the last antibody identification reference laboratory work-up. 

No additional testing or send out testing indicated.
Did not receive phenotypically matched units with last transfusion or transfusion history unknown. 

OR

Received phenotypically matched RBCs and it has been > 30 days since the last antibody identification reference laboratory work-up.
Send sample to reference laboratory for antibody identification.

	Determine if send out antibody identification testing is still in process.

Not indicated
· Order phenotypically matched RBCs from blood supplier.
NOTE: If blood supplier unable to provide phenotypically match RBCs then a sample will need to be sent out for antibody identification.
Completed
· Provide K matched RBCs. 
· If alloantibodies present, provide antigen negative for corresponding alloantibody (if indicated).
In progress

· Order phenotypically matched RBCs from blood supplier.

· Obtain pathologist approval to supply phenotypically matched RBCs prior to testing being completed.
