· Freezer #1 -70C (Revco model, Freezer room BB240A)
· Thermometer
· Temperature Log
· Dilute Bleach Solution
· Gloves
· Lab Coat
Procedure:
The Refrigerators/Freezers are on a yearly inspection PM, performed by the Ops & Maintenance department (206-598-4911).
1. NO FOOD is permitted in these refrigerators or freezer.

2. Daily, check the temperatures in the refrigerators and freezer. 

3. Record the temperatures on the temperature log.

4. Keep the refrigerators and freezer interiors clean.

5. Periodically clean the interior and the exteriors of the refrigerators with a dilute bleach solution.

6. Notify the supervisor of any discrepancies.
