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PURPOSE
The purpose of this procedure is to familiarize the residents and pathologist on how to order the IHC tests on line.
Residents must consult with an attending physician regarding antibody of choice before they place their order on line.

You are not allowed to delete any charges once the antibodies are run. If you need to have some charges be deleted, you need to inform IHC staff and get approval from the medical director.
PROCEDURE
I) Ordering IHC antibodies  
1. Log in to PowerPath and open the case of interest.

2. Click on "specimens" tab and then on "material tree" radio button.
3. Click on the block of interest (! NOT ON SPECIMEN!), then right click and choose "new order" from the list.
(Note: If case does not have block material, target the new order to the unstained slide material)  
Do not ever order against "specimen".  It won't route to the correct worklist. If not routed correctly, it won't be seen and therefore won't be done. Furthermore it causes delays and corrupts the information trail when techs or others have to fix orders.
4.  Under "code" type the code for the antibody of interest. The code for all the antibodies run in UWMC IHC lab is "IP + abbreviated name of the antibody". If you don't know the abbreviated name of the antibody, under "code", type "IP" and space and  tab over. This will show you the list of all the antibodies that are currently offered in UWMC IHC lab.  Select your antibody of interest.
5. For additional blocks requiring same antibody, tab to the "source material" box. You can select different blocks by one of the options below:

● from the pull down menu click on the box next to the block of interest. 

● Manually type the blocks of interest separating them with a comma sign. (i.e.: A1, C1 will order the test on blocks A1 and C1).

● If you are ordering on sequential blocks, type the first block, then column sign and then the last block. (i.e.: A1: E1 will order the test on blocks A1, B1, C1, D1, E1) 

(Note:  To add any instruction for this order, tab to the "instructions" box at the bottom half of the screen and type in your instruction. Do NOT overwrite existing instructions if present).

6. Repeat the step 4 and 5 for any additional antibodies that need to be ordered.

7. If and only if the case is a GI case, order  the code " ICC Slides" against the same block to equal the number of antibodies you order plus 2-3 additional slides (1 for a recut H&E, and then additional for the auto-ordered  negative slides).

8.  Click OK to exit the order screen, then press F10 to save your order.
9.  Exit the case immediately. This will allow  PowerPath to automatically generate all the appropriate negatives slides and H&E if needed.
Rules about ordering unstained slides
1- To order individual stains, antibody or panels, simply order the test codes against the appropriate block. 

NOTE: Please do not order excess unstained slides.  Unstained slide orders are appropriate in cases of extremely scant tissue (see step 2 for ordering)
2- If unstained slides need to be ordered, use the following codes depending on the location of the blocks:

· UWMC Histology Lab
A) Order the code “ICC US” on the appropriate block.

B)  Under quantity box specify the number of extra unstained needed.

· HMC Histology Lab
A) Order the code “cut/ship (UW)” on the appropriate block.
B) Under instruction specify the number of extra unstained needed.
· GI cases (the blocks are located in the GI Lab)
A) Order the code “ICC slides” on the appropriate block.

B) Under instruction specify the number of extra unstained needed.
Again, please limit unstained slide orders to those scenarios that warrant tissue preservation.
  II) Ordering FISH tests
1. Log in to PowerPath and open the case of interest.

2. Click on "specimens" tab and then on "material tree" radio button.

3. Click on the block of interest, then right click and choose "new order" from the list. *If there is no block, target your FISH order against specimen. Right click and choose "new order" from the list. 
*You are not able to order FISH against unstained slides.
4.  Under "code" type the code for the FISH of interest. Choose one from the list below:
◘ “Her2 FISH comp” = FISH Her2 with IHC C-erbB2 
◘ "Her2 FISH only" = FISH Her2 only (Choose this option when IHC C-erbB2 was ran previously on the case)

◘ "MDM2 FISH" = MDM2 FISH
◘ “EWS FISH” = Ewings FISH 
◘ “SYN FISH” = Synovial FISH 
◘ “FUS FISH” = FUS FISH 
◘ "ALK FISH" = ALK FISH 
All above codes will generate 1 H&E, 2 unstained and specific FISH profile codes. 

(Note:  To add any instruction for this order, tab to the "instructions" box at the bottom half of the screen and type in your instruction. Do NOT overwrite existing instructions if present).
5. Click OK to exit the orderscreen, then press F10 to save your order.

6. Exit the case immediately.
III) Ordering EBV Probe by In Situ Hybridization (ISH)
1. Log in to PowerPath and open the case of interest.

2. Click on "specimens" tab and then on "material tree" radio button.

3. Click on the block of interest, then right click and choose "new order" from the list. 
Do not ever order against "specimen".  It won't route to the correct worklist. If not routed correctly, it won't be seen and therefore won't be done. Furthermore it causes delays and corrupts the information trail when techs or others have to fix orders.
4.  Under "code" type the code "ISH EBV Probe". .
(Note:  To add any instruction for this order, tab to the "instructions" box at the bottom half of the screen and type in your instruction. Do NOT overwrite existing instructions if present).

5. Click OK to exit the order screen, then press F10 to save your order.

6. Exit the case immediately. This will allow  PowerPath to automatically generate  H&E if needed.
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
