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PURPOSE

The ensure that biopsy cases received in the gross room are handled in an effective manner to ensure proper turnaround time.
SCOPE

This procedure should be read by all frozen room techs, residents/fellows, and Attendings working in the frozen section room.
PROCEDURE

1. The resident or attending in the frozen room should apply the “BIOPSY” stamp to any case which they would like processed for sign out the next day.  This should include, but not be limited to, frozen section cases which are complete and consist of only a few cassettes, urgent medical biopsies, etc.
2. The support staff will accession the case and deliver the specimen to the gross room and notify the biopsy resident they have a biopsy to gross.

3. If a suspected same day biopsy is received in the frozen room and no frozen was requested, the support staff need to notify the frozen room resident so they can determine if it needs to be processed same day.
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
