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PURPOSE
Following frozen section examination, all residual frozen tissue needs to be processed for histologic evaluation for comparison with the original frozen section interpretation.
PROCEDURE  
1) Lock blade handle and remove chuck from cryostat specimen holder. 

2) Allow chuck to stand at room temperature until OCT softens.  

3) Wrap remaining thawed frozen tissue in tissue paper or in a mesh bag.

4) Place wrapped tissue into labeled tissue cassette and submit for routine processing.
Note:  The only exception to this procedure is:
a.  Frozen tissue that must be submitted for specialized studies will be sent to the appropriate lab and routine histology will not be performed on this tissue.
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
