Pap & HPV CoTest Protocol for MOL Staff
Principle:
Kaiser Permanente CO Region has implemented Pap & HPV Cotesting for women between the ages of 30 to 64 (inclusive).  The Pap test will continue to be performed in the Regional Reference Lab Cytology department while the HPV Cotest will be performed in the RRL Molecular department.  Both tests will use the same Thin Prep vial specimen.  The Pap and the HPV Cotest must be ordered as TWO separate tests in Healthconnect.
Method:
The specimen will be collected in the clinic and received in the Medical Office Laboratory.  Two separate tests must be ordered in Healthconnect by the providers.  The Pap test name remains the same; while a new HPV test orderable has been established.  A printed HC Pap requisition is required for Pap with HPV Cotest.
The TWO test names are:

1. Cytopath Cerv, Vag Thin Lay Prep, Auto and Mnl Rescr [88175A]  
2. HPV, Cotest (> 29YRS)
Procedure:
Medical Office Lab staff:

1. Receives a Thin Prep vial with a printed HC Pap requisition.
2. Reviews the orderables for the patient in the Cerner Millennium system.
3. Dispatches the labels from Cerner for both the HPV, Cotest and PapTrack  
4. Labels the vial with the small HPV, Cotest barcode label vertically.
5. Labels the Pap requisition with the large PapTrack and large HPV, Cotest labels on the lower right hand corner of the Pap requisition, one above the other.
6. Log In the specimen and/or both tests as received. 

7. Builds a tracking/Transfer List to RRL Cytology.  Place the PapTrack and HPV, Cotest specimen on the same Transfer List== Use: PapTrack and HPV Cotest (Combo), Bag#5: Transfer list #5.  Refer to the ‘Bucket List’ for additional routing information.
RRL Technical Lab Assistants:

1. Log In the PapTrack & HPV, Cotest as received at RRL CP.
2. Delivers to Cytology Department.
Cytology Aide:

1. Separates the Pap & HPV Cotest vials from Pap vials without the HPV, Cotest labels.
2. Begins opening and accessioning the Pap & HPV Cotest vials before the Pap only vials.
3. Places a red mark ∆ on the HPV, Cotest vial lids. 
4. Circles the large HPV, Cotest Cerner label on the Pap requisition; places date (e.g. 10/15) next to the circled label.  Uses a red sharpie.
5. Pulls the ∆ marked vials from the T3000 vial trays after the Pap slide is made.

6. Places the marked vials in the HPV tray, in the holding area in Cytology, near the T3000 Processor.

Molecular Staff:

1. Picks up the specimens from the holding area in Cytology (near the T3000 Processor)

2. Places a “P” on the vial lid after aliquot has been taken for HPV test.

3. Processes according to testing platform in use.

4. Returns the vials to Cytology for filing in the Remstar.

Reporting of Results:
· HPV CoTest results will interface to the patient’s Healthconnect record.
· HPV Cotest results will also be transcribed into the patient’s Pap report in CoPath.

Limitations of Procedure:
· Specimen vials remain in the Cytology-HPV holding area for up to 48 hours; in case a specimen needs re-testing.
