HPV (No Pap) Procedure
Principle:
Requesting High Risk HPV without a Pap is being offered to the all providers by the Molecular department at the Regional Reference Lab.  The new  HPV only, No Pap ‘orderable’ will allow providers to place an ‘HPV, Comprehens, Thin Prep’ order without ordering a Pap at the same time.  The test will use the same Thin Prep vial as a Pap test. 
Method:
The specimen will be collected in clinic and received in the Medical Office Laboratory.  A printed HC requisition will not be required for HPV, Comprehens, Thin Prep.
Procedure:
Medical Office Lab staff:

1. Receives a Thin Prep vial without a printed HC requisition.
2. Reviews the orderables for the patient in Cerner Millennium system.
3. Dispatches the label from Cerner for HPV, Comprehens, Thin Prep 

4. Labels the vial with the small HPV, Compre barcode label vertically (only ten characters display on the label).
5. Logs IN the specimen as received. 

6. Builds a separate tracking/Transfer List to RRL Cytology.  Do not put HPV, Comprehens, Thin Prep on the same transfer list as the Pap tests.  
Use HPV only== Bag #4: List#4.

RRL Technical Lab Assistants:

1. Logs in the HPV, Comprehens, Thin Prep as received at RRL CP
2. Delivers to Cytology Department-keep separate from the Pap orders

Cytology Aide:

1. Marks an “X” on the Thin Prep vial lid

2. Places the Thin Prep vial in the HPV holding tray near the T3000 Processor.
Molecular Staff:

1. Picks up the specimen vials from the holding area in Cytology (near the T3000 Processor)

2. Places a “P” on the vial lid; indicates that aliquot taken for HPV testing.

3. Performs High Risk HPV testing per the testing platform in use.
4. Returns the vials to Cytology for filing in the Remstar.

Reporting of Results:
· HPV only, (no Pap) aka: HPV, Comprehens, Thin Prep results will interface to the patient’s Healthconnect record.
Limitations of Procedure:
· Specimen vials remain in the Cytology-HPV holding area for up to 48 hours; in case a specimen needs re-testing.
