Visual inspection of blood products includes inspection for the following:

1. Segments appearing lighter or darker in color than the primary bag contents.

2. Purple color to the red cells.

3. White particulate matter in the primary container.

4. Supernatant fluid that is discolored from normal appearance.

5. Gross lipemia.

6. Foreign objects in the primary container or ports.

7. Dark green color of plasma due to bacterial contamination with Pseudomonas spp. or green-brown color due to liver or pancreatic disease of the donor.
