Reagents, calibrators, controls, stains, chemicals, and solutions are propely labeled, at
applicable and appropriate, with the following elements.

1. Content and quantity, concentration or titer
2. Storage requirements

3. Date propared, filtered or reconstituted by laboratory
4. Expiration date

NOTE: The above elements may be recorded in a log (vaper or electronic), rather than on the
containers themseives, providing that afl containers are identified so they are traceable to the
@ppropriate dta in the og. While ussul for inventory management, labeling with] "date received”
is not routinely required. There is no requirement to routinely label individual containors with
“date opened”; however, a new expiration date must be recorded if opening the ontainer
changes the expiration date, storage requirement, etc.

This requirement also applies o the labeling of chemicals used in the laboratory o prapare
reagents or during the preanalytic and analytic phases of the testing process. Raquiraments
relating to precautionary labeling for hazardous chemicals are included in the Chemical Safety
section of the Laboratory General Checklist.
