· Physician must sign “Uncrossmatched Product Release Form” – white copy to chart and yellow copy returned to lab/Carter
· 2 “pig tails”/segments labeled with unit# from each emergency unit transfused should be sent to Carter with the sample collected from the patient so they may be Type/Crossmatched.
